For convenience, the c. 45 volumes comprising the edition of the London customs
accounts are sub-divided into four series, one for each of the ruling dynasties: I:
Plantagenet (c. 1280-1399), II: Lancaster (1399-1461), III: York (1461-85) and IV:
Tudor (1485-c. 1550). Each series is divided into several parts (1, 2, 3 etc.). For
technical reasons, all of these volumes are deemed to be sub-sections of the present
volume, which being the only one to appear in hard copy has been exalted to sov-
ereign status as volume 74 of the series Quellen und Darstellungen zur hansischen
Geschichte (Sources and Monographs on Hanseatic History). Its notional place in
the complete edition is Series II (Lancaster), Part 9.
